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School Games in Suffolk
Teams

· There are separate competitions for boys and girls.  

· 4-players on court at any one time.  Maximum squad size: 8 players.

Net height

Net at 2.24m in centre of court. Where it is possible to set different heights for boys and girls, 2.15m will be used for girls.
Court Size
Due to differences in the venues, it is not possible to use the same size court for all competitions.  The following sizes will be used.
County Upper, Castle Manor, St Albans, Samuel Ward, Thomas Mills, Stowupland, Mid Suffolk Leisure Centre, Bury St Edmunds Leisure Centre
· The doubles badminton courts will be used but extend to back wall or closest line (so total court size is approximately 6.1m wide by 14m long)
· Serve from behind badminton court
· At Mid Suffolk and Bury St Edmunds Leisure Centres, the posts protrude onto the badminton courts. Where this is case, the nearest suitable lines to give courts that are as close to doubles badminton courts will be agreed before the start of the tournament.
Stoke High

· There are two green U16s volleyball courts marked, each approximately 9m wide and 14m long.  These will each be divided in two using the badminton court lines giving four courts in total each approximately 4.5m wide and 14m long.
· Serve from behind the green lines
Tournament Formats

· A ten-minute general warm-up period will be provided at the start of the tournament followed by a briefing.  Players will be expected to keep warm off-court between matches.  To maximise matchplay time no dedicated warm-up period will be provided between matches.

· Matches will be single sets to allow teams to play as many different opponents as possible.
· Duration of matches to be decided once number of entries confirmed; likely to be first to fifteen or first to 25.  In some circumstances matches may be timed.

· Whether or not the must win by two clear points rule is applied will be dependent on the time available.  This will be made clear during the briefing. A cap on the maximum number of points may be necessary.
· Top two from each gender at each round will qualify for the county final.
